1st qtr TV Clip
Contest Results Doug Herrmann of WJW-TV and Chris

Kettler of WBNS-TV walked away with top tele-
visions honors in  ONPA’s annual contest despite
a strong challenge to both by WJW’s David
Bradford.

Herrmann won the ONPA Television News
Photographer of the Year title, edging Bradford
by one point. Kettler was the
Quarterly Clip Contest
Photographer of the Year,
winning by five points over
Bradford.

The POY title won by
Herrmann is his first. He’s
hoping his first Emmy will
come this year as well after
being nominated seven years
in a row.

Herrmann got his start
in journalism working for
the Armed Forces Network
after enlisting in the Navy. Two subs, 14 ships
and 23 countries later, Herrmann landed at the
Ohio News Network in Columbus in 1997 after
his honorable discharged from the Navy.

After two years in Columbus, Herrmann
moved to Cleveland when ONN decided to open
bureau there. Four months later, he accepted  a,
position at WJW.

It was there he met his wife-to-be, assign-
ment editor Marlo Diliberto who Herrmann
describes as “the greatest woman ever”. Although
no longer at WJW, she stills holds the assigning
duties in Herrmann’s life, he said.

Herrmann also received national recognition
for his work in 2005, placing first in NPPA’s Best
of Television News Photography contest.
Herrrmann  claimed the top prize in the Editors
Feature for Photographers in TV News Editing
for the story “Bella Facce.”

Chris Kettler of WBNS won his first POY
title at WTOL-TV in Toledo two years after grad-
uating from Bowling Green State University.
Fifteen years later, Kettler is once again on top,
this time as the ONPA Clip Photographer of the
Year.

It was Kettler’s intention to be a reporter
when he graduated from BG in spite of having
taken a photojournalism class under Jim Gordon
there. The broadcast journalism major got his
first job out of school as a photographer/fill-in

reporter at WNWO-TV in Toledo.
After about a year at WNWO, Kettler was

offered a job at WTOL as a full-time photogra-
pher. The extra $4,000 a year was enough to
make him give up reporting and focus on photog-
raphy.

It was there under chief photographer Paul
Kwapich that Kettler saidhe
learned the basic of good
television photography.
Having Kwapich as a men-
tor couldn’t have hurt.
Kwapich has won three
ONPA POY titles himself.
In 1989, that title went to
Kettler though.

Soon after Kettler took
a job at WKRN-TV in
Nashville, Tenn. A year
later, shortly after getting
married, Kettler moved to

Columbus working at WBNS, where he has been
for the past 15 years. 

Since 1996, Kettler has been primarily the
photographer for the investigative unit at WBNS.
He works with two reporters and a researcher in
the unit known as 10Investigates.

“It is really gratifying to win the Clip  POY
since nearly all of my entries were in the In-
Depth category,” said Kettler. “The judges really
seemed to take into account the conditions under
which I was shooting. Not every story was full of
pretty pictures...a couple of them involved shaky,
grainy surveillance video that was shot from
moving vehicles. Sometimes the value of what I
shoot isn't about composition or nat sound, but it's
about catching my subject in a compromising
moment.”

Kettler has been married to his wife Amy for
fifteen years and has two sons, Alec, 11, and
Zach, 7. Outside work Kettler is heavily involved
in youth athletics. He’s a director on the board of
Worthington Youth Boosters, coaches soccer,
baseball and football and is a commissioner for a
soccer and baseball league.

The award for Station of the Year went to
WBNS-TV in Columbus. The station has won the
top spot four of the past five years and placed sec-
ond in 2003 when WJW won the award.

It was
but a few minutes later when the tables were
turned on a very surprised Ron Kuntz.

His career spans most every type of
camera used by photojournalists. The equip-
ment changed, the pictures never did. He
continues to produce award winning work. 

Computers seem to be the only thing to
slow him down. Son John is one of many
who has helped him out when things weren’t
quite working right. Most are only all too
glad to help. They are simply returning a
favor, because Ron has always been there for
others.

The awards banquet served as a stark
contrast to remarks by the day’s first speaker,
Stormi Greener of the Minneapolis Star
Tribune. She talked about the dark side of
photojournalism and the delicate balance of
the job and family. The balance was gone in
Greener’s career. Work always seem to come
first. 

If there was any doubt about that, she
shared an exchange with her teenage daugh-
ter that drove home the point. Her daughter
said perhaps her mother would find time for
her if she were starving in some far off land,
after all, she was always there for those peo-
ple. 

The pendulum swings both ways though
and anyone who attended the awards banquet
got the see the other side of the spectrum
when Kim Riesbeck of This Week
Newspapers got up to accept her award.

In the back of the room, her husband
Chris Salvadore brought in their two children
Addie and Ian armed with signs congratulat-
ing mom for her first win in the year-end con-
test. Now a full-time mom and part-time pho-
tographer it, seems that she excels at both.
Now that’s balance.

As always, these programs don’t come
to fruition without a great deal of hard work.
This year, the group of volunteers was led by
convention chairman Craig Holman of The
Columbus Dispatch. He was assisted by Tim
Moushey of WBNS-TV, Joy Parker, Jonathan

others.

Dispatch for hosting a very successful pro-
gram Friday night, coordinated by Doral
Chenoweth III, that was very well attended.

Its always good to hear from one of our
own members, and Associated Press photog-
rapher Amy Sancetta didn’t disappoint. A lit-
tle luck never hurt anyone, but she reminded
us that a little homework and preparation will
usually put you in a place where good things
will happen for you shooting sports. I know
one thing for sure, she studies hard.

The event will return to Columbus next
year, April 7-8 at the same facility, with a
new committee format. More on that as well
as minutes from the business meeting and a
report from the treasurer in the next issue of
the newsletter.

Still Clip Contest
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Photos must be entered in the month published. A photo can be
entered only after its initial publication.  Publication is defined as
printed or electronically reproduced by your publication's official
Web site.  

All Web published entries must be in the form of a hard copy no
larger than 8 by 10 inches, with a screen shoot of the picture's online
publication on the back. 

Submissions of wire photos will be handled similarly. If a clip of
your AP submission is not available a print no larger than 8 by 10
inches may be entered. Attached must be a proof from your AP serv-
er of the photo or the routing code and date of transmission.

Remove your name and affiliation from the front of the clip. Affix
a completed official entry label on the back. Include a separate sheet
of paper with your name, address and total number of clips entered. 

Layouts are judged as a single entry but single pictures from a
layout can be entered also. You must submit another clip of the sin-
gle image from the layout in this case.

Sort clips by category: 
Spot news: A picture of an unscheduled event for which no advanced
planning was possible. Examples: fires, accidents and natural disas-
ters. 
General news: A picture of a scheduled political, social or cultural
event for which advance planning was possible. An assigned and/or
scheduled news event. Example: Demonstrations, funerals, trials and
promotional events. 
Portrait: A picture of a person that reveals the essence of the subject’s
character. 
Sports: An unposed sports-related picture, either feature or action.
Sports-related portraits should be entered in the portrait category. 
Feature single: A general human-interest photo.
Multiple pictures: A photo story, sequence or series of any subject
matter. 
Illustration: A created picture, not a found situation or portrait.
Intended to clarify or dramatize a preconceived idea. This would
include illustrations depicting food, fashion, industrial or editorial
topics. This category will be judged quarterly but clips must be
entered in the month published.

Each entrant is limited to a total of nine clips per month. The clip
contest is open to all ONPA members in good standing who live or
work in Ohio during the month entered. The ONPA clip contest is
not affiliated with the NPPA Region 4 clip contest. Clips must be in
the hand of the clip chairman by the 7th of the month following pub-
lication. Clips should be sent to

winning entry for the ONPA newsletter and/or web site. Winners will
be notified via e-mail, so remember to include your e-mail address
on the back of each clip.
